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I. Give long answers for the following questions.
1.Name any four countries which have more than one time zone.
 Large countries like the U.S.A,Canada, Australia and Russia have many time zones because they have a large width and a vast East to West extent. Russia has as many as 11 time zones and the USA has six zones.
2. What are the main characteristics of the parallels?
All parallels are perfect circles except the North and South Poles.
The Equator is the largest parallel.
The lengths of the parallels decrease, as they move away from the Equator.
All parallels are equally distant from each other.
3. What are the main characteristics of the meridians?
The meridians or lines of longitude have the following characteristics: All meridians are of the same length and each one is a semi-circle. If any two opposite meridians are taken together, they form a complete circle, which is a great circle.
 4. What is the relationship between longitude and time?
There is a close relation between longitude and time. The Earth makes one complete rotation of 360 degrees in 24 hours. It passes through 15 degrees in one hour or one degree in four minutes. Thus there is a difference of 4 minutes of time for one degree of longitude.
5. What is the purpose of having time zones?
The purpose of having time zones is to standardize and coordinate time across different regions of the world. Time zones help ensure that clocks in different areas are set to relatively the same time, making it easier for people to coordinate activities, schedule events, and have a common understanding of time.
