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1.Data collection using these manual methods are extremely
labor intensive and can take up to fifty per cent of the time and
resources of a project in network analysis. Oftentimes the
effort involved in data collection is so immense that network
researchers are forced to reanalyze the same data sets over and

over 1n order to be able to contribute to their field.
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2.A creative solution to the problem of data
collection is to reuse existing electronic records of
social interaction that were not created for the
purposes of network analysis on the first place.
