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ACTIVE VOICE
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 Active voice is a form of a verb in which the subject performs the action

Subject + Verb + Object

 It doesn’t require a linking verb

 Active voice is direct, clear and strong in tone

 Ex:   I wrote a letter to my friend
 They were making invitation cards     



PASSIVE VOICE
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• Passive voice is used when the action is performed by the subject.

Object + Verb + Subject

• It requires a linking verb – by

• Passive voice is indirect, weak and substle

• Ex: A letter was written to my friend by me
• Invitation cards were being made by them

A good teacher is normally preferred

 Avoid cell phone while driving
Cell phone should be avoided while driving
